Catechesis on Worship: For Man

The second century Church Father Saint Irenaeus of Lyons
observed, “The glory of God is man fully alive.” It's an
extraordinary statement in the history of religion. Something about
pagan gods (ancient and modern) requires man’s subjugation and
humiliation. The pagan mindset sees God as our competitor - the
more he has, the less we have - and approaches worship
accordingly. Irenaeus teaches something different: God’s glory is
not achieved at the cost of man’s dignity. On the contrary, God is
glorified most when man is fully living his divine calling. Which
also means that proper worship - the glorification of God -
ennobles us.

Irenaeus’s observation was announced first by the angels on
Christmas: Glory to God in the highest and on earth peace to people of
good will. The degree to which we seek God’s glory determines our
peace here on earth. Again, to glorify God redounds to our benefit.
We never have a greater stature than when we kneel before God in
worship. Jesus teaches the same truth when he declares that “The
sabbath was made for man, not man for the sabbath” (Mk 2:27).
Proper worship is to ennoble and dignify, not debase. Even our
mortifications and penances have as their goal not our debasement
but our purification from all that is unworthy of us.

Thus, true worship is for man. Not in the sense that it's directed
to him, but that it confirms and builds up who we are. It is for man
because it makes us more human. Cardinal Joseph Ratzinger
writes, “Worship, that is, the right kind of cult, of relationship with
God, is essential for the right kind of human existence in the
world.” The reason we can be so inhuman to one another is
because we fail to worship the true God. When we worship in
spirit and in truth, then we situate ourselves properly in God’s
creation and realize our true purpose. But if we don’t make God
central in our lives, then something less ennobling takes his place.

We will worship something. We're created for that purpose.
The true God fills his worshippers with grace and dignity. The
Catechism says, The worship of the one God sets man free from turning
in on himself from the slavery of sin and the idolatry of the world (CCC
2097). On the other hand, we debase ourselves when we worship
something other than the one true God. We become slaves of what
we worship. [E[mpty idols make their worshippers empty (CCC 2112).

So, a mistake about worship is a mistake about man. Just as
true worship completes, fulfills, and ennobles man, so false
worship damages him. In many cases, it makes him look
ridiculous. In other instances, it leads him to grave evils, such as
the human sacrifice and cultic prostitution in the ancient world.

This means that the more we allow ourselves to be formed by
the Church’s liturgy, and the Mass in particular, the more we
realize our true dignity. The liturgy’s elevated language teaches us
the great power of human language and should lead us to speak
with greater care and truthfulness. The physical dimension of the
liturgy should deepen our reverence for the body, by which the
Son of God comes to us in the Eucharist. Our care for Christ
hidden in the simple and poor form of bread should prompt us to
care for him also as he is hidden in the poor and vulnerable in our
midst. In all these things we become more fully alive and glorify
God.
